1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by President Campbell at 0936.

2. Minutes of December 11th meeting:  Willis moved to pass the minutes and Sjolund seconded. Minutes passed unanimously.

3. Treasurer’s report:  Smith presented report and stated COWS was in the hole $239. Discussion was held on billing for passport system. Willis made a motion to pass billing and McLaren seconded. · COFCA- No report available

· COFOG- Smith reported that COFOG was working on a HAZ-MAT SOG for Central Oregon and a communications plan for wildland/urban interface. A committee was working on details of auto aide agreements. · DPSST: Ward reported that the MFTU will be back in CO at Bend Fire on June 1st, 2009 and will incorporate the venting aspect of the prop. Work is under way on a RIT/Confined Space trailer prop. Sjolund suggested that DPSST make the prop available for the OFIA conference in 2010. Ward also handed out FO I and PO training materials. Winter Fire School has most classes full and they cancelled structural collapse and executive skills. Chief’s tool box and the EMS class still have room. The skid truck is being built in Sweden and the trailer portion is now in the specs and bidding phase. Era Horton is moving back to LaPine and has been added to the cadre for the skid truck instructors. Curriculum is being developed and the prop should hit the road around June of this year at the earliest. DPSST is also currently looking at props for mayday and air operation management.
