· COFCA- No report available.
· COFOG- Campbell reiterated that Sjolund is the COFIA liaison and that COFOG is looking at the 2 in 2 out policy and its verbiage. This policy is on the web-site.
· DPSST: Olsen-Fink and Ward reported that the skids for the skid truck are here and that training for instructors would occur. The skid truck will probably be held at the Redmond Air Center and be limited to about nine students per class. The Illinois prop will be available at the end of May. Ward has acquired a portable “May-Day” prop. The wildland task force has finished with their updates which should be implemented in about one year. The FO-1 and driver task force meetings should start in June and the DLO conference is coming up. The Metro Fire College may be taking FO1 on the road.
· DLO: Willis reported that BBR did well on their accreditation and that Crook County has it’s today.
· OFIA: Taylor reported the conference had good curriculum and that the conference went well. He wants to have a deputy for each position for the 2010 conference. Julie discussed the roundtable issue on the 2nd day and the division of Volunteers and career staff.
· COCC: Simone reported that the recruitment process had 56 applicants registered. The background checks need to be done by May 1st. The outdoor/indoor assessment portions of the process will be held at Bend Fire’s training grounds. Practice sessions will be announced at a later date.
· East Slope: Simone reported that the needs analysis was done and that she would continue to be COFIA’s liaison.
