Association Members Present:  President Campbell-Redmond, Simone-COCC, Cearns-BBR, Karjala-Sisters, Ward-DPSST, McLaren-CRR, Smith-Crook County
1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by President Campbell at 0936.

2. Minutes of January 15th meeting:  Karjala moved to pass the minutes and Cearns seconded. Minutes passed unanimously.

3. Treasurer’s report:  Smith presented report and stated that FF I, fall 08 and Instructor I 09 were accurate but that COWS totals were still not current and would be updated by next meeting. The total for COWS is really $1103.21. Smith stated that the web site had been paid as well as our OFIA dues. Karjala made a motion to pass Treasurers report with an addendum to the COWS total and Cearns seconded. Treasurer’s report passed unanimously with addendum to COWS.
4. Representative reports: 
· COFCA- Karjala reported that out of district students could apply for a waiver. The task force determined to make the process fair, every department would get a waiver and if by chance a department got two waivers then they would have to wait five years to acquire two waivers again. Karjala also reported that Chief Gustafson was retiring.
· COFOG- Smith reported that COFOG again requested that a member from COFIA was present at their meetings. A new ladder truck SOG is in the works but needs interaction from COFIA for standardized training. COFOG approved the Haz-Mat SOG and they are going through the run cards to update and modify auto-aid.
· DPSST: Ward reported that Anita would be leaving DPSST on February 13th and did not know how it would affect certifications. Reiterated that Winter Fire School is next weekend. MFTU has been updated and is good and the skid truck is still in process with the skids being on a ship somewhere between here and Switzerland. Three new people picked up by DPSST are now in the background phase of the hiring process. 
· DLO:  No report available
· OFIA: Ward reiterated that the 2009 conference was coming up fast on April 2nd, and that if you wanted on the mailing list to shoot Mark Boren an e-mail stating so.
· COCC: Simone reported Affiliation day is on Friday Feb 27th from 11-3 in Redmond at bldg. #1. · COWS- Simone reported that the flyer is out and is scheduled for July 10th and 11th. The cost is $150.00 and needs 80 candidates to be a go. Local representation is needed.
· Spring Wildland Academy- Will be hosted by CRR during May on the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 10th, 16th and 17th. The academy will also include S-133.  McLaren has secured Ben Duda, Gordon Foster, and Jason Loomis as instructors. Flyer to be distributed soon.
· MCTO- Jeff Co’s class was cancelled.
· Instructor I- Class is good and will run every week after finals at COCC.
· FO I- Chief Hatch, Bontemps and Taylor of Bend are working on this class. More to come.
· Turnout Washing- The class in Sunriver was changed from the 25th of Feb to March 2nd, 3rd, and 4th at 0800. The class will also be held the same days in Redmond at 1400. The class is free and you will receive a certificate from globe.
· AWR-160- Ward handed out the certs for the class held in Sunriver. The class is not available on-line anymore. Ward also stated that company officers needed 300-400 and that board members needed 700 in the NIMS series.
· Technical Writing- This class will be held in Sunriver on March 28th from 0800-1600.
· S-131- Scheduled for March 14th at Crooked River Ranch. Ben Duda will be lead.
· S-215-  Karjala is looking at maybe April 17th, 18th, and 19th. Cearns and McLaren volunteered to help with the class.

· HAZ-MAT- An e-mail is out with the details of Chief Godfrey and his team’s plans to visit Central Oregon with classes for Fire Departments and area hospitals.

8. New Business:  
· DPSST- Ward inquired if COFIA would be interested in hosting one of two Illinois Fire Service Institute’s Conducting NFPA compliant live burn training classes for acquired structures. This class entails 12 instructors and takes 16 hours with three hours of lecture. Safety plans, SCBA, property preparation, roles of management teams, and demonstration of fire loads good and bad will be discussed. Students of the class should all be Instructor certified. The class is funded entirely through a grant to OFIA. Everyone agreed to be on board for the class. This will be discussed at the next meeting as the class is slated for a time spot in April.
· Task Force Rotations- Suggested that the rotation schedule be posted on the web page.
· By-Laws- Campbell stated that they should be updated. Will bring updates to each meeting so that members may review, update and approve changes. Sojund will post the updates on the web page.
9. Department Reports:
· Crook County- Nothing new, holding steady.
· Redmond- Same ole song, got a FEMA grant to replace old hose and turnouts.
· Sisters- Acquired a 6 x 6. Budget is only going up $25,000 but they are not making any cuts yet but are also not adding anything. Finalizing and finishing the new building.
· CRR- Brought a new student on and ambulance is on track.
· DPSST- Budget stuff is holding steady and they are looking at rebuilding the training tower.
· BBR- New Assistant Chief is doing well and ruling with an iron fist.
· COCC- Nothing new but busy as heck.
