1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by President Campbell at 0940.

2. Minutes of May 14th meeting:  Taylor moved to pass the minutes and Colfels seconded. Minutes passed unanimously.

3. Treasurer’s report:  Smith presented report and stated we had $3404.00 but that some of that total belonged to COWS. COFIA received $300.00 from the wildland academy. Smith stated that if need be we will use some of the COWS funds for the OFIA conference. Sjolund made a motion to pass Treasurers report as presented and Taylor seconded. Treasurer’s report passed unanimously.
4. Representative reports: 
· COFCA- No report available

· COFOG- Smith and Ward reported that an SOG on rehab is in the works along with communications in the mutual aid agreements. Meetings have been tabled until Sept. due to wildland season. The new 911 building will break ground in July and that auto-aid run cards are now in effect. New wildland frequencies for air to ground in the works.
· DPSST: Ward reported that the MFTU is leaving CO on Monday and that the last day for using the prop is Saturday the 13th. Skid truck has made contact with the air center for Oct training. 1403 class in Medford went smoothly and was reported to be an excellent class with a great deal of good information presented. The class stressed the importance of writing objectives for live fire training as well as building your fire off the ground. The OFIA website has info on the class. Ward also reported that he was acquiring the flag trailer today.
· DLO: No report available
· OFIA: No report as their next meeting will be held on June 19th outside of Eugene.
· COCC: Ryan reported that they finishing up the school year and that finals were complete with every student passing. Registration for fall classes is now open. All of the EMT-B classes are already full. Ryan stated that the EMS department will be represented in COFIA and that monthly updates will be issued to ECEMS and COFIA. This year’s paramedic class will be limited to 30 students with three small lab sessions with ten students each. Ryan is busy rewriting the paramedic manual and she stated that the lab assistants will have to complete an orientation process before being allowed to instruct. By 2013 all EMS programs will have to be nationally accredited.

· Other- Looking at a Fire Science class to be taught by Cearns with permission from COCC that will satisfy the FO I requirement for physics or chemistry. More info to come.

· Web page- Sjolund stated he doesn’t have the “big-stuff” needed to change certain things on the web-site. Trying to ascertain who exactly in COFOG has an issue with the web-page. Sjolund was more than happy to Colfels take over the web-page. Proposal was tabled until next meeting for further discussion.
