· Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by President  Campbell at 0940.

· Representative reports: 
· COFCA- No report available.
· COFOG- Campbell reiterated that Sjolund is the COFIA liaison and that COFOG is insisting that we have representation from COFIA at every COFOG meeting.
· DPSST: Horton and Ditter spoke about the new skid truck and all the requirements that it entails. The truck can be stationed in CO for one month and classes will be held at the Redmond Air Center. Details being worked out on that aspect. Class will consist of nine students in a four hour block. Automatic failures for the class include hitting two cones and spinning the truck 180 degrees.  Ward discussed a four hour courage to be safe class and said the MTFU would be at the Bend Fire training grounds on May 26th and would be available until June 13th. He has a may-day prop ready for use just contact him to schedule a time.
· DLO: Willis reported that he was also the DLO for Wheeler County and that the DLO’s discussed combining all the different conferences into one giant conference due to departmental budget cuts in the future. Measure 11 revocation issues were discussed and Willis stated that Crook County passed their accreditation process.
· OFIA: OFIA is meeting in June and the 1403 class scheduled for Central Oregon did not fly.
· COCC: Simone reported that the recruitment process went well although the grading curve on the written portion of the process had to be lowered due to poor scores. There will be a meeting about paramedic students at 1000 on Thursday.
