MEETING MINUTES

1.  CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by President Willis 0937.

2.  Minutes: Minutes from October 9th, 2008 were approved unanimously with a motion from Sjolund and seconded by Taylor.

3.  Treasurer’s Report: Matt Smith reported that we still have money in the amount of $4,031.00. $550.00 is still outstanding in a check to OFIA and we are holding off paying the “web guy” until he contacts Bob Sjolund. Report was passed unanimously with a motion by Simone and seconded by Sjolund.
4.  Representative Reports: 
· Wildland Taskforce: Mentioned that the taskforce is separate from the Wildland Committee.

· COCC: Simone reported that the paramedic program is going well and that the state was happy with internships being covered with such a large student capacity. NFPA Instructor I would be held the week after finals and is on the Fire Science elective list. Shelter deployment will be held every Friday thru May at 1300 and you should get your nominations in for the S-330 class. She also needs help with SIMS if you are available. The Public Safety Meeting is to be held on the 25th of November in the boardroom. S-336 needs at least 16 candidates to be held.

· COFOG: Taylor reported that Gresham, Salem and Eugene’s Haz-Mat teams want to do a presentation in CO to discuss everyone’s roles and expectations. They would like to do a three day session in the spring. Maybe sponsor in Bend. There is a High-rise/auto-aid committee forming with more info in the future.

· DPSST: Ward reported that the MFTU will arrive in CO on the 9th of December and will be available for two weeks at CRR starting on the 11th. There will be two all day sessions on the 13th and 20th with train the trainer being held on the 12th. Julie reported that DPSST had some IFSTA 5th editions to hand out and that task force meetings were going on with not much support from CO. These task force revisions include Driver, FF I, Pub ED, and NFPA 1037-Fire Marshall, Investigator and Inspector. IMT taskforce asked to look at hazards. NFPA 472 has Haz-Tech and WMD changes. DPSST is not going on-line with forms as planned but is working with a new company to process e-forms and is looking for “lab rats” for the trial process. FF/Safety symposium enrollment is low and we are asked to send people to the Winter Fire School as enrollment is free. TPM is at Bend fire on Dec 6th and 7th with a $20.00 registration fee, contact Mark Taylor for details.
· NWCG: Simone reported that their next meeting is in Vancouver

· Training Calendar: Sjolund reported that a draft is ready to be put on the web and viewed for changes.

· East Slope: Karjala reported that nominations were discussed and that they will meet again in February.

· ECEMS: No report

· FESHE: Simone reported that they discussed GI’s in curriculum along with duel enrollment and LODD’s in FF/Safety.

· OFIA: Willis stated they were having a meeting soon and that he would get info from meeting out ASAP.

5.  Schools:
· Spring Academy: Discussed having at CRR again for 2009.

· COWS: Meeting in January but task force leaders needed to start now as the sooner the better. COWS set for June 26th and 27th.

6.  Old Business:
· FF I Academy: Schedule on the web is up to date and good. Ventilation to be held at Redmond Fire station 4. CRR may have a house to burn for the academy students.

· Grants: Duda reported that the RFA/BFA grants are targeting rural departments for type III teams. The grant he applied for came through for $8,000.00 and is currently building a library to pull resources from.

· DLO: The DLO conference is set for Sisters-Camp Sherman TBA

7.  New Business:
· Karjala asked for a Haz-Mat SO class maybe incorporated into the on scene SO/IC class with Bill Hindlin for CO. Taylor stated he would run with it.

· Duda inquired if there was a basic class for wildland folk for structure protect. It was agreed that this could be accomplished.

· Karjala wanted to know with all the meetings we attend if COFIA meetings could be held every other month. Discussion was tabled for a later meeting however it was agreed upon that the meetings would be held at a central location (Redmond Fire) starting next meeting.

· Helped the FFF memorial and they thanked us.

9.  Department Reports:
· CRR- Smokey stated our levy passed by 54 votes and that they had purchased Sunrivers old Interface.

· ODF- Duda enjoying the rain and that they still have ten people working.

· Jeff Co: A type VI was approved for purchase and that they will stick with an OMCO box style. Pumper OP academy this weekend.

· COCC- Couldn’t keep up with her (see rep reports)

· Three Rivers: Has been quiet, they are looking for a new chief as of the 31st of Dec. Possibly might be a paid position.

· Sisters: Not a lot going on and they are feeling the budget crunch. Not bringing on volunteers and put a paid position on hold. They have an 8 page punch card for their new station.

· DPSST: 600 x 200 foot pad needed for their skid pad. OFIA live fire training to bring a course here.

· Crook County: Alls quiet with nothing to report.

· Bend: They are feeling budget crunch as well and are four people down but not hiring anyone.

· Redmond: Went ahead and hired two laterals with most of the training being held in-house.
· Sunriver: Just had a reserve hiring process which was narrowed down to 10 candidates with six selected who are doing fine.
