Evacuation drills, good communication with local officials.  Will be discussing ways to improve State Mobilization by County Fire Chief.  Lots of value with local Type II and II teams.
Com Plans

Bend Fire has an issue with a mutual aid radio frequency with Sunriver.  They discovered 3 discrepancies.  Lapine/Sunriver did not have a PL code, Redmond Fire’s Dispatch frequency was wrong and the NW Fire frequency did not have the tone guard.  Steve Ward will go through frequency list and update and Knorr will update list on COFOG website.  For Lapine/SR, until fixed, need to be aware of problem.  Discussed need for Forest Service Tach channel on wildland bank.  Madden noted that their were only so many open frequencies.

Task Forces

Chief Koellermier discussed the ability to fill task forces.  Both Bend and Redmond are having problems with getting staff on callbacks.  Bend had to close two stations to fill GW task force.  The question of what meets criteria for depleted resources was posed.
