Meeting called to order at 0930

Minutes of the previous meeting read and approved.

OLD BUSINESS
Discussed 2008 Mobilization Plan revision.  Approved new dispatch matrix.  Local task force leaders to be determined by each local task force.

Don Webber with Deschutes County Emergency Services discussed venerable populations.  County identifying and planning for support of 20 groups of individuals that would require special needs in the event of disasters.  Working with Central Oregon Council On Aging COCOA to develop the system then will include other groups.  Rick Silibaugh with DC911 is integrating lists with dispatch system.  Attempting to keep the data input and maintenance to a minimum while producing easily accessible and usable reports for use in disasters.
Discussed communications plan.  Will need to change Air-to-Ground secondary channel due to a change in Wildland agency standards.  Will only need to reprogram the Wildland bank.  All other banks will remain the same.  Chief Madden will forward updated plan to Chief Knorr who will post it on the website.

911 REPORT

DC 911 reinforced the need to pre-call.   Becoming sloppy and making it difficult for dispatchers during high traffic situations.

Chief Olsen inquired as to how cell phones integrate with County paging system.  Rick Silibaugh advised that the DC911 system send the message to the cell phone’s system and that their may be delays in the private system that could result in delayed responses.  Should not depend on the cell system.

Chief Bjorvick requested that dispatcher watch clipping.  DC911 requested immediate feedback if clipping is occurring so that dispatchers can improve.

NEW BUSINESS

Chief Knorr proposed combining COFIA and COFOG meetings during the same day to save travel time.  Will discuss at next meeting.

Discussed COFOG meeting break during Wildland season from July through September.  Approved.  Will call special meetings if necessary.

Don Webber asked about decon tent.  Chief Knorr advised that unless otherwise directed, tent could remain at Redmond Fire.

Question regarding Wildland preseason meeting time and date.  Will be sent out after next Fire Chief’s meeting.

ROUND TABLE

Chief Daugherty updated the group on the HM7 workgroup.  Currently CRR will not be able to house and administer the team.  OSFMO is looking for alternatives.  Still considering dividing regions between current teams.

Chief Madden discussed training regarding SCBA air management.  Suggested that a Central Oregon standard be developed.

Rural fire grants through ODF need to be completed by April 25th.

Meeting adjourned about 1100 hours.
