Approved minutes from last meeting.

OLD BUSINESS

Discussed revision of Central Oregon task force configuations.  Considering reducing number of task forces.  Will dedicate January 2008 meeting as a workshop to complete project.  All agencies represented in the task forces should send a representative, who can commit resources, to the meeting.

Discussed specialty teams (ie confined space, water).  President Enoch will be working to put together a summary of current Central Oregon resources.

DESCHUTES COUNTY 911 REPORT -

Steve Ward reported that DC911 is now using the “33” cards.  These are the transfer cards that break transfers into in district, out of district, out of Central Oregon or emergency transfers.  Let DC911 know if there are problems with the change.
Dispatch also has a new protocol for directing the administration of aspirin in possible cardiac events over the phone.

Chief Knorr is working to complete and post the Central Oregon fire frequency list on the COFOG website.
NEW BUSINESS

Von Gruben with COIDC reported that COIDC will have the availability of the Eastern Oregon Federal Wildland Task Force with two Type 3 engines, three Type 6 engines, and a Task Force leader next summer.  The task force can be requested by contacting the local dispatch and requesting it from COIDC.  Per the MA agreement there will be no charge for the units for the first 24 hours.

COIDC also requested that structural agencies switch to the assigned wildland frequencies as soon as is practical so that the incoming Federal and State wildland resources can make contact with the IC.

It was also reported that there will be no changes from the Federal / State side to the interface radio frequencies for the 2008 fire season.

COIDC requested that local agencies report any fires on Federal or State land to COIDC.  They need the information for reporting.  This includes fire that may or may not need further attention.  Best way to report is straight to COIDC using the NAT 83 Lat and Long with degrees, minutes and seconds.

Von Gruben requested that local agencies using federal and state frequencies sign a mutual use agreement for use by these agencies when programming their radios.

ROUND TABLE

Simmons (RF&R) – discussed possibility of a Haz-Mat On Scene Incident Commander class in the near future.

Enoch (Sisters F&R)  - Requested more sign up for the upcoming PPE class.  Contact COFIA for more information.  DHS Grant awarded to Sister for development of a Disaster Plan.

Daugherty (LaPine Fire) – Have lost some positions due to budget cuts.

Smith (BBR) – Nothing new.

Fast (CRR) – All quiet at the Ranch.

Knorr (RF&R) – New EMS coordinator on in December.  New training coordinator testing in December.  New firefighter testing in November / December.  New Deputy Fire Marshal on in December or January.
