Based on recent events in schools and malls lately, Don Webber asked the group if we should try and put on a drill that involves the schools. The drill would include both police and fire agencies Examples of possible scenario could be school shooting, hazardous materials or bomb etc..  Please think about this and bring your answer to the next meeting in January. 
Task Force Assignments- COFOG received a request from the Central Oregon Fire Chiefs to adjust our local task forces to make them fall more in line with state guidelines.  This will require a major overhaul.  It was decided that we would spend our January meeting working on this request. 
In order to accomplish this it is imperative that we have representatives form each structural agency at the next meeting.  These individuals must be able to make decisions for their organization.   We want draft our plan by the end of this meeting.   

Deschutes County 911-

There will be a bond levy in May of 2008.

Pastor Crowley has requested that the chaplains be placed on the run cards for certain calls.  The group agreed that this would be ok, as long the chaplains called in before they responded.  We asked this so dispatch could make sure crews on scene needed a chaplain.
Please make sure that if you have individuals that need to do a sit along with dispatch that they are scheduled through 911.  It has been very lately.

Please make sure that all your crews are pre-calling dispatch.
