AUTO-AID RESPONSE AGREEMENT

REDMOND FIRE & RESCUE & JEFFERSON COUNTY FIRE DISTRICT #1
July 1, 2009
This agreement is between Redmond Fire & Rescue and Jefferson County Fire District #1 (JCFD #1).  The intent of this agreement is to augment coverage in high-risk areas that draw down resources in critical situations.  This agreement is for emergency situations only to send appropriate resources to handle the emergency jointly under a unified command system.  The intent is to provide quicker response and better coverage in areas served by both agencies.  The following agreement does not change any existing ASA boundaries, Fire District response areas, or existing mutual aid agreements.

Either agency may cancel this agreement at any time if they find it conflicts with any other agreement, causes difficulties in staffing coverage, or creates hardship to their agency.

The following is the agreed upon response coverage assignment.  As possible, run cards and/or other protocol systems are set up to establish an automatic dispatch of these resources.
