a. Considerations:

1) Sprinkled building – Always take own water supply, 2nd due supply   sprinkler system.

2) Residential un-hydranted – Lay tail as needed. Tender or engine supplying tail is water supply officer and responsible for finding fill site – communicate to IC.

3) Residential and commercial hydranted – First due Engineer is water supply officer.
