A. Size-up SOG

Safety Considerations and Checklist
A. All crews must be aware of fuels, weather, topography and rate and direction of fire spread.
B. Maintain situational awareness and LCES at all times.

C. Stay mobile and ready to move as needed.

D. Back in all driveways.

E. Provide engine protection lines.

F. Flag access routes with white flagging tape.

Operational Guidelines
A. Tactical Objectives:
1. Establish safe and secure anchor points.

2. Attack fire flanks and pinch off spread

3. Prioritize exposure threat and fasted moving flank.

4. Decide on mobile attack or progressive hose lay.

5. Identify additional resource needs.

6. Consider level 2 staging.

B. Water Supply

1. Determine need for tenders early.

2. Develops any available water sources.

3. Utilize portably pumps and tanks.

4. Re-establish water sources as the incident moves and progresses.
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
