ILS

Indications:

- Immediate vascular access

in emergencies

- Inability to establish IV
access with two attempts
and within 90 seconds
in a critical patient

Contraindications:

- Fracture of the selected
bone.

- Excessive tissue at the
insertion site with the
absence of anatomical
landmarks.

- Previous orthopedic injuries
or infection at the selected
site.

- Failed IO attempt in same
bone.

Syringe bolus (flush) the EZ-10 catheter with normal saline:
Adult 10 ml NS
Pediatric 5 mI NS

Begin infusion, use pressure if
appropriate.

Dress site and secure tubing.
Apply yellow EZ-1O wristband.

Monitor EZ-10 site and patient
condition.
